Brethren, 
 
For a number of years we have been supporting the Arlington Food Assistance Center (AFAC) and in January, thanks 
especially to Brother Mike Zabrowski, we delivered to the AFAC center 100 pounds of food.  That may seem like a lot, 
and our donation was warmly received, but there remains a great need to help the hungry in Arlington. 
 
Itôs hard to imagine that hunger is an issue in Arlington, one of the wealthiest counties in the country.  The countyôs 
high cost of living combined with the current economic situation mean that many families struggle to make ends 
meet.  According to a recent study, slightly more than 4 in 10 Arlington residents in the $60,000 and under income 
group are experiencing food insecurity.  With roughly 75,000 Arlington residents in this income category, this suggests 
as many as 42 percent or 31,500 of these individuals could go hungry. 
AFAC, located on Nelson Street off Four Mile Run, is a non-profit food distribution outlet that has been helping Arling-
ton residents for 25 years.  It currently distributes groceries to over 1,500 families every week - the families of the 
working poor and disabled.  Over 35% of the people served are children.  Approximately 30% are elderly, who often 
have to choose between buying food or medicine.  These families need a referral to receive food and those referrals 
come from an Arlington County government agency or one of many local churches, schools, or social service agencies.   
 
As Masons we obligate our selves to aid those less fortunate than ourselves.  There are few greater gifts we can give 
than to provide food to widows, orphans and the destitute.  The box in the social hall is empty again.  Please remem-
ber to bring a can or a box of food with you next time you come to Lodge.  AFAC always needs ketchup and cooking 
oil, should you want to make a purchase (if you keep your receipt you can make a tax deduction).   
 
In the coming months weôll organize some volunteer work at the AFAC facility.  Those of us who have done this in the 
past have found it surprisingly fun and rewarding.  Thank all of you who have supported this worthwhile charity.
